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Commiission tries to

The Marshall County
Commission moved quickly
through a fairly long agenda
at its monthly meeting on
Monday.

The only real item that
stirred discussion was a last
minute item added to the
agenda concerning the sub-
contracting of several smaller
jobs at the new county health
department, currently under
construction.

The necessary items fell
outside of the original con-
tract with the contractor and
the county was seeking ap-
proval from the commission

to explore bidding the jobs it-
self, as the contractors quote
for the tasks was deemed ex-
cessive. In total, the expected
work is expected to be rough-
ly $50,000, which would still
place the project under the
amount originally budgeted
for the project.

Some commissioners ex-
pressed concerns for a lack of
financial detail in the resolu-
tion, although those concerns
were allayed in that the coun-
ty purchasing policies would
still be followed and bids over
$10,000 would still come be-
fore the commission.

“This is trying to get it
done,” said Mayor Mike Keny,
saying the county was hoping

wrap up health dept. building

to open the new facility in the
spring.
Ultimately, the resolution
passed unanimously.
Commissioners approved a
zoning resolution that would
place the required setback for
cell phone towers from habit-
able structures at 1,000 feet,
up from the current 500 feet.
A vote on another zoning
resolution setting guidelines
for solar panel farms was
postponed for further study
and definition at the plan-
ning commission before re-
turning at a future date for
commission consideration.
Dr. Kenneth Phelps was
unanimously approved for
another term as the county

coroner and medical director
for the Emergency Medical
Service.

Two state grants for Office
of Emergency Management
training purposes were also
approved.

Several accounting adjust-
ments to general fund and
school fund balances were ap-
proved as well.

Keny informed the commis-
sion that long awaited final
guidelines for the expendi-
ture of American Recovery
Act funds had been released
and that the county would
begin prioritizing projects
that met the criteria.

The commission extended
temporary personnel poli-

cies related to Covid issues
through the end of Febru-
ary. The policies, which have
been extended several times,
were due to expire at the
end of January but the on-
going surge in cases due to
the Omicron strain required
their extension.

The commissioners also ap-
proved the 2022 master road
list for the county.

Marshall County currently
maintains 477 roads, total-
ling 544 miles.

Nathan Johnson and Karen
Hall were appointed to the
county’s agriculture commit-
tee and Kevin Patin was con-
firmed to the 911 board.

Chapel Hill seeking

Chapel Hill is again searching
for a new town administrator.

Harrington was hired last year
to run the city’s day to day opera-
tions after an extended search to
replace former town administrator
Mark Graves, who left for the pri-
vate sector.

Aldermen agreed to buy out the
remainder of Harrington’s contract
and the position is currently post-
ed.
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Lawmakers send US
House map splitting
Nashville to Gov. Lee

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — Re-
publican lawmakers in Tennessee
on Monday completed their rapid
passage of a new U.S. House map
that splits booming, Democratic-
tilted Nashville and its Black voters
three ways, leaving it up to the gov-
ernor to sign off on the new congres-
sional lines.

The state House passed the plan
after the Senate approved it late last
week, making quick work of passing
the once-a-decade new legislative
and congressional districts. But the
map is almost certain to also spur
swift lawsuits by its opponents.

While the process has taken
months, the proposed maps weren’t
released to the public until Jan. 12,
and Republican leaders who enjoy
supermajorities in the House and
Senate have put them on a fast-
track ever since.

Republican Gov. Bill Lee has said
he sees “no reason that I wouldn’t
be signing” off on the new map,
despite objections from Democrats
and voting rights groups that the
rewrite would unfairly dilute the
influence of Black voters in Nash-
ville. On Monday, Lee added that he
hadn’t looked specifically at the new
congressional layout but he would
“make decisions about that map
when it gets closer to my desk.”

Currently, Tennessee’s U.S. House
delegation consists of seven Republi-
cans and just two Democrats, whose
districts center on Nashville and
Memphis.

Democrats and community activ-
ists have long pleaded to keep Nash-
ville’s seat whole, arguing that the
Davidson County seat has largely
remained intact for 200 years. It’s a
district that extends into two addi-
tional counties and has about a 24%
Black population.

The Nashville split likely makes
any Democrat, including longtime
Nashville U.S. Rep. Jim Cooper, a
significant underdog to retain his
seat against a Republican.

“We do not want to disenfranchise
people with their vote because they
think it doesn’t count and the way
this map is drawn it does that,” said
Rep. Vincent Dixie, a Black Demo-
crat from Nashville.

Republicans have expressed con-
fidence that the map will withstand
a court challenge. They contend
having three congressional mem-
bers would benefit the city, with-
out directly addressing that their
representatives would likely all be
Republicans, despite the city’s pref-
erence for electing Democrats. They
have also deflected answering di-
rectly how much racial makeup in-
fluenced the map-making decisions,
pointing to their confidence that the
proposal complies with the Voting
Rights Act.

The new district where Cooper
lives — jagging through slivers of
southern and eastern Nashville as
it branches in multiple directions

into five other counties — would
include about 11.8% Black residents
out of those old enough to vote. The
other two would be 8.6% and 15.5%
Black.

Rep. Harold Love Jr., a Black Dem-
ocrat from Nashville, said Black vot-
ers in Davidson County have previ-
ously been able to collectively influ-
ence what issues their congressional
representative focuses on while in
office. Splitting up Davidson County,
Love warned, could significantly di-
minish that impact while competing
with white, rural voters.

The state Democratic Party has
promised to sue over the map, and
others may join them. But the legal
path for getting the new Republican-
authored U.S. House map altered
faces significant obstacles.

Outside of the bill sponsor, no Re-
publicans defended the map during
Monday’s debate.

In 2019, the U.S. Supreme Court
ruled that partisan gerrymandering
of congressional and legislative dis-
tricts is none of its business.

Courts have, however, barred re-
districting aimed at reducing the
political representation of racial mi-
norities for a half-century. Protec-
tions exist under the U.S. Consti-
tution and the Voting Rights Act,
which the U.S. Department of Jus-
tice has used to sue Texas over its
state and congressional maps. Both
have varying degrees of proof re-
quired in the courts.

Another complicating factor —
Tennessee lacks the kind of state
requirements that advocates in
Ohio, for one, have used in recent
redistricting challenge wins. Ohio’s
Supreme Court declared invalid
GOP-spearheaded state legislative
and congressional maps in recent
decisions. Those were based on 2015
and 2018 constitutional amend-
ments that require an attempt at
avoiding partisan favoritism.

Nationally, Republicans need a
net gain of five seats to flip U.S.
House control.

While both parties have gerry-
mandered, these days Republicans
have more opportunities. The GOP
controls the line-drawing process in
states representing 187 House seats
compared with 75 for Democrats.
The rest of the states use either in-
dependent commissions, have split
government control or only one con-
gressional seat.

For Democrats, the worst case
scenario of losing well over a dozen
seats in the U.S. House appears un-
likely to happen. After some aggres-
sive map drawing of their own in
states with Democratic legislatures,
some Democrats predict the typical
congressional district will shift from
leaning to the right of the national
vote to matching it, ending a distor-
tion that gave the GOP a built-in
advantage over the past five House
elections.

I grew out of them, thanks to my
mother’s patchwork.

Many people handle life that way.
As we travel through the rugged
terrain of life experiencing all of
the hardness.

hat a weekend
of playoff foot-
ball.

In a season without
one true dominant
team, the divisional
round of the NFL Play-
offs treated fans to
some of the most excit-
ing football in years.

The first three games
of the weekend all
came down to walk-off
field goal kicks.

That set the stage
for perhaps one of the
greatest NFL games
in history in Sunday
night’s weekend finale
between the Buffalo
Bills and Kansas City
Chiefs.

It’s no secret there’s a
bit of a rivalry brewing
between the Chiefs and
the Bills and that’s cen-
tered around quarter-
backs Patrick Mahomes
and Josh Allen.

These two teams are
likely poised to run the
AFC East and West for
years to come.

Allen got started
in the postseason by
embarrassing the New
England Patriots with
just about as perfect
as an effort as one can
give at quarterback.

The Bills scored on
every drive in the Wild
Card round and Al-
len completed 21-0f-25
passes for 308 yards
and five touchdowns.

As crazy of a stat
as it is, he had more
touchdown passes than
incompletions.

Mahomes, like Allen,
got off to a white-hot
postseason start with a
30-0f-39 effort for 404
yards and five touch-
downs.

These two are playing
on another level.

So it seemed only log-
ical that the weekend
playoff nightcap would
be a dandy.

Boy was it.

With both of these
gunslingers playing
at such a high level, it
quickly became evident
this game would go
down to the wire.

After a back-and-
fourth three quarters,
and a 26-21 Kansas
City lead, it was Allen
who hit Gabriel Davis
on a 27-yard touchdown
pass with 1:54 left in
the fourth quarter to
ignite a firestorm of of-
fense.

The Chiefs answered
52 seconds later when
Tyreek Hill caught a
pass from Mahomes
on a short drag and
streaked 64 yards,
burning the Bills’ de-
fense to put Kansas
City up 33-29.

Dagger, right?

Not a chance.

Allen answered just
49 seconds later on a
19-yard pass to Davis
to once again put the
Bills up by three with
just 13 seconds left.

Game over, right?

No way with Ma-
homes.

A pair of quick passes
moved the Chiefs well
into field goal territory
and Harris Butker con-
nected on a 49-yard
field goal to split the
uprights to force over-
time.

In the final two min-
utes, the two teams
combined for a ridicu-
lous 28 points.

Even more ridiculous,
from the final two min-
utes and into overtime,
Mahomes threw for 177

A history-making season
that saw both Marshall Coun-
ty cross country teams qualify
for the TSSAA Class A-AA
state meet also saw a pair of
senior leaders sign their let-
ters of intent to continue their
college career.

Krew Capps will join team-
mate Lydia Molina and will
attend UT-Southern in the
fall.

“It’s pretty exciting. I didn’t
know I was going to do cross
country in college, but Coach
(Justin) Watson gave me a
chance. Now that I have the
chance to do it, I'm really ex-
cited,” Capps said.

Capps, along with Molina,
were the senior leaders that
led the Marshall County to
the state meet and while their
efforts on the course typically
had the runners as the top
finishers for the school, it was
their leadership qualities that
made their impact on the pro-
gram.

“They meant a lot. Both of
them were our No. 1 runner.
Theyre a great loss for our
team, but I know our under-
classmen are ready to step up
and fill their shoes. They're
great leaders. They were al-
ways at practice and always
did everything they were sup-
posed to do. They went above
and beyond outside of practice
and were just role models for
our kids within our building,
too,” Marshall County coach
Heather Denton said.

UT-Southern coach dJustin
Watson was also excited to
sign the Marshall County duo
and have them be an imme-
diate impact on the Firebird
programs.

For Capps, his path that got
him started may have been
a rocky one, but eventually
the sport became his calling
which landed his career path
to college.

“It was seventh grade year.
I was a trouble kid and my
punishment was running. I

realized I was good at it and I
kept going. Six years later, it’s
just my passion,” he said.

That passion led him to a
44th-place finish in the state
meet, which he completed in
17:57.

Capps turned in a third-
place Region 6 A-AA finish in
17:57 as well.

While runners typically can
point to a specific race as their
favorite running memory,
Capps says the way the Tigers
came together to qualify for
the state meet was the most
memorable to him.

“This season, it was mak-
ing state for the first time in
school history. It was amaz-
ing really. The whole season,
the whole team put in a lot
of work for it and once we got
there, it was just a great expe-
rience,” he said.

In addition to joining Mo-
lina, former Tiger cross coun-
try runner Zach Shepard also
runs for UT-Southern.

“It’s very exciting for the
program. Zach Shepard signed
last year and they’re going to
the same school he went to.

“It builds up the program

and gives us some momen-
tum within our school to hope-
fully help us recruit the halls.
That’s our goal for next year is
to get some more kids involved
in our program,” Denton said.

For Watson, finding the Mar-
shall County duo was a perfect
fit for his roster in Pulaski.

“They fit like a glove. Our
teams are small and young.
Typically, you don’t expect
freshmen to come in and be
front runners, but that’s exact-
ly what I expect out of them,”
he said.

While runners compete in
5K races in high school, that
distance jumps up to 8K and
10K races at the collegiate
level—a challenge Capps is
looking forward to.

“It’s a lot more running, but
I'm ready for it,” he said.

Capps plans on studying
criminal justice and hopes to
one day become a detective.

Capps was the Tigers’ leader all
season long, with highlights that
included a third-place finish in the
Region 6 A-AA meet and a 44th
place finish in the Class A-AA
state meet.

The film topped the
North American charts
with $14.1 million, ac-
cording to studio esti-
mates on Sunday. Glob-
ally, it’s now grossed
nearly $1.7 billion, pass-
ing the total earnings of
both “Jurassic World”
and “The Lion King.”
And in North America
its $721 million make
it the fourth biggest re-
lease ever.

Peter Parker also stole

«

first place back from
Scream,” which fell
about 59% — a typical
drop for a horror— in
its second weekend with
an estimated $12.4 mil-
lion in ticket sales. The
Paramount release has
grossed $51.3 million so
far.

Universal and Illumi-
nation’s “Sing 2” landed
in third place in its fifth
weekend, with $5.7 mil-
lion. The animated title
has earned $241.2 mil-
lion worldwide.

There was little com-
petition for the holdovers
to contend with this
weekend.

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Titans just one piece from being Super Bowl contender

On a weekend of di-
visional football in the
NFL playoffs, there
were upsets and thrill-
ers galore.

But one of those
losses might hurt a
little more on second
thought.

All season long, the
Tennessee Titans found
a way to be resilient in
the face of adversity
and were able to piece
together a patchwork
roster for months at a
time.

The Titans set a NFL
record 91 different
players who appeared
on the active roster
this season.

From injuries to
COVID-19 protocols,
the job head coach Mike
Vrabel and general
manager Jon Robinson
did during the regu-
lar season was nothing
short of remarkable.

The Titans locked up
their second-straight
AFC South title and
perhaps more impor-
tantly secured the No.
1 seed in the AFC.

This seemingly set
the stage for the Ti-
tans to make a Super
Bowl run, as Derrick
Henry was given a full-
go after being sidelined
since October with a
Jones Fracture in his
foot, which required

surgery.

That extra week
gave the Titans a little
more time to get all
the offensive weapons
healed up and primed
for a three-game run
to Pasadena to play for
the Lombardi Trophy.

That didn’t happen
and the Titans were
given a hard dose of
reality into the current
status of the team and
what’s handicapping
them from truly being
Super Bowl contend-
ers—Ryan Tannehill.

Ryan Tannehill has
never been a top-tiered
quarterback who would
throw for 5,000 yards
and 40 touchdowns,
that’s just not who he
is.
But rather at his
best, Tannehill has
shown he has to man-
age the game, get the
ball out on time, and
protect the football.

Tannehill’s numbers
against the Cincinnati
Bengals were pretty
much on par with what
he’s done all year.

He threw for 220
yards, was 15-0f-24,
but had three intercep-
tions.

On the season, he
finished with 21 touch-
down passes and a
staggering 14 intercep-
tions.

A quick look around
the AFC and it’s pretty

future is looking bright
for young quarterbacks
and big offensive num-
bers.

Joe Burrow kept his
hot streak going and
threw for 348 yards,
completed 28-0f-37
passes and had just
one interception.

Patrick Mahomes?
Similar numbers in
378 passing yards,
three touchdowns and
completed 33-of-44 at-
tempts.

Josh Allen? Complet-
ed 27-of-37 attempts
for 329 yards and four

touchdowns.

That simply isn’t
what Tannehill is ca-
pable of.

It’s not his game and
it never will be.

It’s clear the AFC
is moving towards a
very high-octane style
of play and if the Ti-
tans are going to be
contenders during this
window of postseason
appearances, it’s time
to make a deal and go
get a quarterback who
can compete with num-
bers that Mahomes and
Allen are posting on a
game-by-game basis.

Whether it’s a deal
with Russell Wilson or
maybe even Aaron Rod-
gers, there has to be a
quick movement from
Tannehill if the Titans
want to make a Super
Bowl before the core of
this team moves on.

Big Papi elected to HOF; Bonds, Clemens, Schilling left out

David Ortiz gazed at
his phone, his pursed
lips revealing nerves
rarely seen from one of
the game’s great clutch
hitters.

Pedro Martinez’s
hand rested on Ortiz’s
shoulder, and Martinez
grinned when the good
news came through. The
former teammates em-
braced, and Martinez
welcomed Ortiz into a
rare space in baseball
history.

Big Papi is bound for
Cooperstown — and on
the first ballot, too.

Ortiz was elected to
the Baseball Hall of
Fame in his first try
Tuesday, while steroid-
tainted stars Barry
Bonds and Roger Cle-
mens were denied entry
in their final year un-
der consideration by the
Baseball Writers’ Asso-
ciation of America.

Ortiz, a 10-time All-
Star over 20 seasons

mostly with the Boston
Red Sox, was named on
77.9% of ballots, clear-
ing the 75% threshold
needed for enshrine-
ment. He’s the 58th
player inducted in his
first time up for consid-
eration.

“Man, it’s a wonderful
honor to be able to get
in on my first rodeo,”
Ortiz said.

Big Papi was among
baseball’s most recog-
nizable faces through
the 2000s and 2010s.
His enormous grin en-
deared him to fans, but
the Dominican’s hulking
frame menaced pitchers,
especially in the late in-
nings. Three of his 23
career game-ending hits
came during Boston’s
drought-breaking 2004
postseason, when the
Red Sox thwarted the
rival Yankees and then
won their first World
Series title in 86 years.

He’s the fourth Hall
of Famer born in the
Dominican Republic,
joining Juan Marichal,
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Martinez and Vladimir
Guerrero.

“I can imagine how
New England has to feel
about one of its babies
getting into the Hall of
Fame today,” Ortiz said.
“'m not even going to
tell you about the Do-
minican Republic.”

The left-handed hitter
was signed by Seattle as
a teenager and traded
to Minnesota as a mi-
nor leaguer. He made
his major league debut
with the Twins in 1997
but hardly looked like
a future Hall of Famer
there. He was released
in 2002, signed by Bos-
ton and slugged 31 hom-
ers the next season.

Ortiz said he joined
the Red Sox to learn
what made stars like
Martinez, Manny
Ramirez and Nomar
Garciaparra great. Mar-
tinez helped pave the
way, encouraging first-
year general manager
Theo Epstein to sign the
6-foot-3 slugger.

“Once I figured it out,
it was going to be a
wrap,” Ortiz said. “That
team was surrounded by
so many superstars, and
I went in there like a
sponge ready to learn.”

Martinez became a
mentor for his country-
man. Now, they share
the honor of being first-
ballot inductees.

“I feel so proud to have
been your teammate, to
have been your brother,
to have been someone
there for you when you
needed me,” Martinez
said. “I'm so glad I have
you in my life.

“Well deserved,” he

added. “Welcome to Coo-
perstown.”

Ortiz batted .286 with
541 home runs with
Boston and Minnesota
while making 88% of
his plate appearances
as a designated hitter,
the most by anyone in
the Hall. He passes Ed-
gar Martinez, who was
a DH for 71.7% of his
plate appearances.

Ortiz also has perfor-
mance-enhancing drug
baggage, but enough
voters looked past a re-
ported positive test that
came during survey
testing in 2003 that was
supposed to be anony-
mous. Ortiz has denied
using steroids, and Com-
missioner Rob Manfred
said in 2016 “I think it
would be wrong” to ex-
clude him from the Hall
of Fame based on that
lone test.

“I never failed a test,
so what does that tell
you?” Ortiz said.

Ortiz will be en-
shrined in Cooperstown,
New York, on July 24
along with era com-
mittee selections Buck
O’Neil, Minnie Mifioso,
Gil Hodges, Tony Oli-
va, Jim Kaat and Bud
Fowler.

Bonds, Clemens, Curt
Schilling and Sammy
Sosa were all rejected
in their 10th and final
year on the BBWAA
ballot. Bonds is MLB’s
career home run lead-
er and Clemens won a
record seven Cy Young
Awards, but voters de-
nied them the game’s
highest honor over alle-
gations they used PEDs.
Bonds got 66% of the
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vote, and Clemens was
at 65.2%.

“My family and I put
the HOF in the rear
view mirror ten years
ago,” Clemens said on
Twitter. “Hopefully ev-
eryone can now close
this book and keep their
eyes forward focusing
on what is really impor-
tant in life.”

Schilling’s  support
dropped off sharply af-
ter he finished 16 votes
shy in 2021. Many vot-
ers chose not to back
the right-hander due
to hateful remarks he
has made in retirement
toward Muslims, trans-
gender people, journal-
ists and others.

Schilling asked the
Hall to remove him
from this year’s voting,
but he remained an op-
tion. He was named on
58.6% of ballots, down
from 71.1% last year.

“l say it every year
and especially this year,
focus on who did get in,”
Schilling tweeted. “@da-
vidortiz deserved a 1st
ballot induction! Con-

Bonds, Clemens, Schil-
ling and Sosa are done
on the BBWAA ballot,
but they will be consid-
ered again next year by
the Today’s Game era
committee. The 16-per-
son committee of Hall
members, executives
and veteran media
members will convene
in December to consider
players who played be-
tween 1988-2016 and
are no longer eligible for
BBWAA selection.

“Not having them join
me is hard for me to
believe,” Ortiz said of
Bonds and Clemens.
“Those guys did it all.”

Among other first-
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timers on the ballot,
Alex Rodriguez and
Jimmy Rollins got the
most support.

Rodriguez won three
MVPs and hit 696 hom-
ers, fourth most of all
time, but also has PED
use clouding his case.
He was banned by Ma-
jor League Baseball for
the entire 2014 sea-
son after violating the
league’s drug policy.
Voters named him on
34.3% of ballots.

Rollins, a four-time
Gold Glove winner with
Philadelphia, appeared
on 9.4% of ballots and
was the only other first-
timer to earn the 5%
necessary to remain un-
der consideration. Joe
Nathan, Tim Lincecum
and Ryan Howard were
among 10 one-and-done
players.

The only others to earn
more than 50% support
were third baseman
Scott Rolen (63.2%, up
from 52.9%), first base-
man Todd Helton (52%,
up from 44.9%) and
reliever Billy Wagner
(561%, up from 46.4%).
Outfielder Andruw
Jones also made gains,
rising to 41.1% from
33.9%.

Next year’s ballot will
introduce a new wrin-
kle of controversy when
Carlos Beltran joins the
list. The nine-time All-
Star was implicated by
MLB in the Houston As-
tros’ 2017 sign-stealing
scandal before the 2020
season and was let go
as manager of the New
York Mets.

Beltran is likely to
be joined on the ballot
by John Lackey, Jered
Weaver, Jacoby Ellsbury
and Francisco Rodri-
guez.
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
