Commission approves
new budget

The Marshall County
Commission wrapped
up one fiscal year and
looked forward to the
next at Monday night’s
monthly meeting.

Commissioners set
the tax rate for the fis-
cal year beginning July
1.

The new $1.81 per
$100 of assessed value
represents a full dol-
lar decrease from the
previous tax rate after
this year’s property re-
assessment reflected
increasing values due
to growth in the county
and middle Tennessee
as a whole.

Commissioners also
approved the appropri-
ations for the coming
budget year. The county

general fund budget sits
at almost $19 million
and the general purpose
school fund at just over
$46 million.

The bulk of the re-
maining agenda con-
cerned budget amend-
ments, including seven
added after the rules
were suspended, clean-
ing up various account-
ing matters or adding
additional revenues to
the budget.

The commission did
make several appoint-
ments as well.

Commissioners unan-
imously approved Pat-
ty Hill to the vacant
8th District seat on the
Marshall County School
Board.

Filling the seat, which
has been open since
April 1, appeared on
last month’s commission

agenda as well but was
deferred to this month
after no candidates for
the position had ex-
pressed interest.

Hill’s letter of interest
also stated that she was
in the process of filing
to appear on the ballot
in August for the seat
as well.

The commission also
approved another term
on the Public Utilities
Board for Commission-
ers Mickey King and
Joseph Warner and ap-
pointed King and Matt
Moorehead to the Audit
Committee.

Commissioner James
Hopkins, appointed last
month to the vacant 8th
District seat, was ap-
proved to fill the com-
mittee assignments held
by his predecessor.

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What happened at Roswell 75 years ago?

The front page of the
July 8, 1947 “Roswell
(New Mexico) Daily Re-
cord” seized the Ameri-
can imagi-
nation {'\
with  the
headline }eps = *)
“RAAF
(Roswell '
Army Air ‘

Field) Cap-| 1}
tures Fly-

ing Sau-

cer.”

That announcement
added fuel to the saucer
craze of summer 1947
(“Keep your raccoon
coats, grandpa — we've
got Martians!”); but to
the disappointment of
believers in extraterres-
trial visitors, the mili-
tary issued a retraction
the very next day, as-
serting that the debris
found by rancher W.W.
“Mac” Brazel was merely
a run-of-the-mill weath-
er balloon. (“Nothing to
see here. Move along...
but not like those slimy
little...never mind!”)

I'm not implying any-
thing, but Uncle Sam
has historically dis-
played a penchant for
playing the “weather
balloon” gambit when

handling unpleasant-
ries. (“You claim we
signed a treaty, Sitting
Bull? No, no, that was
a weather balloon we
signed, silly!”)

Most people have for-
gotten, but the military
also demanded several
other “Daily Record”
retractions that week,
thus explaining the
newspaper’s abrupt dis-
covery that Wimpy was
really a vegetarian and
Joltin’ Joe DiMaggio
was in fact America’s
premier ballerina.

Despite some initial
objections from area
residents, “the Roswell
incident” was mostly ig-
nored until the late 70s
when UFO researchers
thrust the clarification-
slash-coverup back into
the public conscious-
ness.

Even with all the
paranormal books and
podcasts on the market,
the average citizen is
fuzzy concerning exact-
ly what conspiracy the-
orists claim happened
near Roswell. People
often mention child-
size corpses, Area 51
and Men in Black when
pressed to venture an
opinion about Roswell,
but those elements were

Over the past few generations the
belief of parental love has been re-
defined as giving a child what they
want — when they want it.

The very fact that He corrects
us demonstrates that He has pater-
nal care for us, and that our Father’s
chastisement is not punishment. In
fact, our Heavenly Father does not
punish us. God’s punishment is re-
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served for the wicked, the unbeliev-
ers, and the devil. With regards to
His children, God sternly corrects
us because He is going to have godly
children and not spoiled brats.

There are times in our Christian
walk, when we are disobedient, that
our Father corrects us with a firm
loving hand. However, it is always
with the intent to draw us back to
His loving arms. Heavenly love is
often misunderstood, but what our
Father does is always for our greater
good. If you have experienced His
firm hand of correction in your life,
that is evidence that you belong to
Him and He is showing you His heav-
enly love.

NFL suggests indefinite
suspension for Watson

The NFL insisted on
an indefinite suspen-
sion while Deshaun
Watson’s legal team ar-
gued there’s no basis for
that punishment as both
sides presented their
cases in front of a re-
tired judge in Delaware
on Tuesday, two people
in attendance told The
Associated Press.

The hearing will con-
tinue on Wednesday
and Watson is sched-
uled to be there for the
duration, according to
one person who spoke
on condition of anonym-
ity because the hearing
isn’t public. It’s expect-
ed to conclude Thursday
but it’s not known when
a ruling will be made.

Former U.S. District
Judge Sue Robinson,
who was jointly ap-
pointed by the league
and the NFL Players’
Association, will de-
termine whether Wat-
son violated the NFL’s
personal conduct policy
and whether to impose
discipline.

Watson agreed to set-
tle 20 of 24 civil law-
suits for sexual miscon-
duct, but the league is
seeking at least a one-
year suspension, one of
the people told The AP.
Watson’s side, led by
attorneys Jeffrey Kes-
sler and Rusty Hardin,
wants the three-time
Pro Bowl quarterback
to play this season for
the Cleveland Browns.

Two separate Texas
grand juries declined to
indict Watson on crimi-
nal complaints stem-
ming from the allega-

tions.

Watson has denied any
wrongdoing and vowed
to clear his name.

This is the first hear-
ing for Robinson, who
was the first woman
Chief Judge for the Dis-
trict of Delaware. Previ-
ously, NFL Commission-
er Roger Goodell had
the authority to impose
discipline for violations
of the personal conduct

policy.
Still, Goodell holds
considerable  power.

If either the union or
league appeals Robin-
son’s decision, Goodell
or his designee “will is-
sue a written decision
that will constitute full,
final and complete dis-
position of the dispute,”
per terms of Article 46
in the collective bar-
gaining agreement.

That means Goodell
could ultimately over-
rule Robinson’s decision
and suspend Watson for
one year or even indefi-
nitely due to the poten-
tial for more cases.

However, an appeal
would prolong the pro-
cess for both sides.

The NFL has pun-
ished several players for
violating the league’s
personal conduct policy
without criminal charg-
es. In 2010, Ben Roeth-
lisberger received a six-
game suspension after
being accused of sexual
assault by two women.
Goodell later reduced
the suspension to four
games. Dallas Cowboys
running back Ezekiel
Elliott got six games in
2017 for domestic vio-
lence.

On Monday, a woman
who previously sued

Watson filed a lawsuit
against the Houston
Texans, alleging his for-
mer team provided him
with resources to enable
his actions and “turned
a blind eye” to his be-
havior.

It’s unknown how long
it will take Robinson to
make a decision, but the
Browns should know
Watson’s availability
before training camp.
NFL discipline typically
begins the week leading
into the first regular-
season game, so Wat-
son would be eligible for
camp unless a potential
punishment stipulates
otherwise.

The Browns traded a
slew of draft picks to ac-
quire Watson and gave
him a five-year, $230
million guaranteed con-
tract in March.

Cleveland, which
opens training camp on
July 27, is eager to find
out how long it will be
without Watson or if the
Browns will have him at
all next season.

The Browns signed
veteran QB Jacoby
Brissett to be Watson’s
backup, but the team
might be inclined to
find a more high-profile
starter should Watson
be suspended for a sig-
nificant period. Josh
Dobbs is also on Cleve-
land’s roster, but he’s
never started an NFL
game.

Any reconciliation
with Baker Mayfield
seems unlikely. The No.
1 overall pick in 2018,
Mayfield was essential-
ly pushed aside when
the Browns persuad-
ed Watson to come to
Cleveland.

Mayfield ‘ready to
move on’ from Browns

NORMAN, Okla. (AP)
— Baker Mayfield said
the Cleveland Browns
have work ahead if they
want him to help them
through their situation
with Deshaun Watson.

Mayfield, speaking
at his football camp
near the University of
Oklahoma’s campus on
Tuesday, didn’t entirely
close the door on step-
ping in if needed.

“No, I think for that
to happen, there would
have to be some reach-
ing out,” Mayfield said.
“But we’re ready to
move on, I think, on
both sides.”

The Browns made a
major trade for Wat-
son in March and then
signed him to a record-
setting $230 million
contract.

Now, Watson faces
a possible suspension
from the league stem-
ming from accusations
of sexual misconduct
by two dozen massage
therapists in Texas.

Former U.S. District
Judge Sue Robinson,
whowasjointly appoint-
ed by the NFL and the
NFL Players’ Associa-
tion, will hold a hearing
to determine whether
Watson violated the
NFLs personal conduct
policy and whether to
impose discipline.

Mayfield said he ex-
pected to be traded be-
fore the NFL draft, but
he’s still on the team
roughly a month before
the opening of training
camps.

“T think I got frus-
trated with it not hap-
pening before minicamp
and all those things, but
it’s just the stuff that’s

out of my control,” he
said. “And so, you know,
let those things happen
and fall in place.”

Mayfield said he’s
been working out with
veteran receivers Dan-
ny Amendola and Cole
Beasley and some oth-
ers from the area near
Lake Travis in Texas.
He said that work gets
his mind off the situ-
ation.

“You know, obviously
if I was focused on not
having a team and not
being able to (prepare
with a team), it'd be
pretty miserable,” he
said. “But I'm just work-
ing on getting better for
myself. And then when-
ever this all happens,
then learn a playbook
and get the guys down
as soon as possible.”

In the 2020 sea-
son, Mayfield led the

Braves closer hits IL
with irregular heartbeat

PHILADELPHIA
(AP) — Atlanta Braves
closer Kenley Jansen
was put on the 15-day
injured list Tuesday be-
cause of an irregular
heartbeat, the latest
heart-related issue in
the veteran right-hand-
er’s career.

The move was made
retroactive to Monday
when Jansen felt dis-
comfort, manager Brian
Snitker said.

In November 2018,

Jansen underwent a
cardiac ablation, a pro-
cedure to restore nor-
mal heart rhythm. He
was first diagnosed
with irregular heart-
beat issues in 2011 and
had an ablation the
next year.

The 34-year-old Jans-
en signed a one-year,
$16 million deal with
the Braves in the off-
season. He has gone 4-0
with a 3.58 ERA while
converting 20 of 24 save

opportunities.
“He’s been unbeliev-
able,” Snitker said.

“Having him has al-
lowed us to use our
bullpen depth.”

A three-time All-Star,
Jansen is second among
active pitchers with 370
career saves.

Snitker expects to
use the combination of
left-handers A.J. Mint-
er and Will Smith to

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New alliance gives 10
European tour players
PGA Tour cards

The PGA Tour is
awarding 10 cards to
European tour players
and bringing back a
direct path to the big
leagues from Q-school
as part of an expand-
ed partnership with
Europe that aims to
strengthen themselves
against the Saudi-fund-
ed LIV Golf.

The joint venture
with Europe is a
13-year deal that goes
through 2035, and the
PGA Tour increases its
stake in European Tour
Productions, the tour’s
media and commercial
branch, from 15% to
40%.

PGA Tour Commis-
sioner Jay Monahan
last week outlined sig-
nificant changes to the
schedule that will fea-
ture a January-to-Au-
gust season starting in
2024 and create purses
of $20 million on av-
erage for eight elite
events.

The changes outlined
in a conference call
Tuesday give European
tour players immediate
access to the PGA Tour.
The leading 10 players
— excluding those al-
ready on the PGA Tour,
such as Rory Mecllroy
and Jon Rahm — will
have full cards for the
following year.

The partnership is
likely to create better
coordination of a global
schedule for both tours.
The Scottish Open next
week is the first tour-
nament co-sanctioned
by both, and the field
is the strongest in tour-
nament history.

“While this closer col-
laboration between our
tours was always in the
road map of our strate-
gic alliance, it’s pretty
obvious to say the cur-
rent situation in golf
has significantly accel-
erated that process,”
European tour CEO
Keith Pelley said.

In addition to access
to the leading 10 Euro-
pean tour players, the
PGA Tour is restruc-
turing who it brings on
domestically.

The tour now of-
fers cards to the top
25 players on the Korn
Ferry Tour, with an ad-
ditional 25 cards from
a three-tournament
series for players from
the Korn Ferry Tour
and PGA Tour mem-
bers who finished out-
side the top 125.

Starting in 2023, the
top 30 players from the
Korn Ferry Tour get
cards. For everyone else,
there will be Q-school in
which the top five play-
ers and ties go straight
to the PGA Tour. The
tour has not offered
direct access from Q-
school since 2013. That
means top college play-
ers will have a chance
to avoid a year on the
Korn Ferry Tour.

The PGA Tour be-
lieves that with 30
cards to Korn Ferry
Tour players, 10 from
Europe and five or more
from Q-school, it will
create more opportuni-
ties for those who fin-

ished just outside the
top 125 and have only
conditional access.

“Ultimately for us
it’s all about creating
the best, most efficient
competitive platform
for the best players
in the world to ... es-
tablish context, to es-
tablish historical rel-
evancy and to establish
relevancy in the eyes
of fans throughout the
world,” Monahan said.

Based on last year’s
European rankings,
the leading 10 players
would have gone all
the way down to Laurie
Canter of England at
No. 24 (Canter is now
part of LIV Golf).

Pelley said the Euro-
pean tour should not be
looked upon as a “feed-
er tour” because of a
schedule that features
national opens across
continental Europe and
the Middle East swing,
such as Abu Dhabi and
Dubai.

Even so, with histori-
cally two dozen of the
top finishers in Europe
on the PGA Tour — the
leading 10 and current
U.S. members — they
would be playing fewer
events in Europe.

Previously, players
from the European tour
and other main tours
around the world could
have earned money
from majors, World
Golf Championships or
sponsor starts on the
PGA Tour and earned
a card if they were
equivalent to No. 125
or better.

The new system
would have helped U.S.
Open champion Matt
Fitzpatrick. He reached
the top 50 in the world
in 2015 but kept falling
short of the 125 num-
ber and didn’t earn a
PGA Tour card until
after the 2019 season.
Under the new system,
he would have been eli-
gible to join the PGA
Tour three years ear-
lier.

Pelley, meanwhile,
said he met with Golf
Saudi in Malta last
summer, presented its
presentation to the
European board and
decided the offer was
less compelling than
the one it had turned
down from the Premier
Golf League some nine
months earlier.

The European tour
previously worked with
Golf Saudi when the
Saudi International
was part of its schedule
for three years. Pelley
said he proposed Golf
Saudi get involved with
Europe’s feeder Chal-
lenge Tour.

“I've been consistent
that if, in fact, they are
interested to play inside
the ecosystem and not
launch a rival tour that
I think is detrimental
to the game at large,
then I personally, from
DP World’s perspective,
would be open — and
they know that — to
having a conversation,”
he said.

“But I'm not interest-
ed and that’s why there
has been no conversa-
tion since the summer
of 2021.”

New Attitude Elliott? Chase
prefers a practical approach

CHARLOTTE, N.C. —
As he prepared for one of
the hottest races of the
NASCAR season, Chase
Elliott said he would
use positive thinking
to convince himself it
wasn’t so bad.

And when Elliot was
frustrated with his
struggling Chevrolet
in the early stages at
Nashville Superspeed-
way, his crew chief found
his driver receptive to
a pep talk that helped
NASCAR’s current Cup
points leader win Sun-
day night’s race.

Elliott has never pre-
sented himself as an
eternal optimist, In fact,
his Hall of Fame father
Bill Elliott last year told
The Associated Press
his son “acts like he’s
loading up the covered
wagon heading West in-
stead of doing what he
loves.”

But the 26-year-old
seemed lighter at Nash-
ville and his mood more
tolerant, even before he
picked up his second
win of the season. So as
NASCAR’s most popu-
lar driver heads next to
Road America, where he
won last year’s Cup re-
turn after a 65-year ab-
sence on the Wisconsin
road course, AP asked
Elliott about his current
mindset.

“I feel like my mindset

tries to just stay in the
realm of reality, it’s al-
ways been my approach
to just try to be realis-
tic about whatever the
situation is,” Elliott told
AP on Tuesday. “I do
think it’s important to
have confidence in your
ability and what you’re
doing, but I also think
it’s important to recog-
nize ‘Hey, if I need to do
something different, I'm
not too set in my ways,
not too stubborn to be
willing to at least try to
adjust to have a better
result or a better ap-
proach.”

When reminded of
his father’s remark a
year ago — a dig at
Elliott’s perceived nega-
tive attitude — the 2020
Cup champion said he
doesn’t have a glass-
half-empty approach.
He acknowledged he’s
very hard on himself
and has high expecta-
tions, but he’s also an
Elliott and his extended
family was never rec-
ognized for their joyful
attitudes.

Bill Elliott, despite
winning  NASCAR’s
most popular driv-
er award a record 16
times, could be curt and
dismissive. His brother,
the longtime respected
engine builder Ernie
Elliott, was often short
on words. To this day,
the entire Elliott family
still lives on family land
in Dawsonville, Georgia,

and no amount of fame
or financial riches has
changed them.

“Look, I grew up with
my dad and Uncle Ernie
and I know a lot of peo-
ple don’t know them to
the extent that I do, but
they've done this stuff
for a really long time,”
Chase told AP. “And
they’ve seen how this
stuff works and when
you grow up in an envi-
ronment that is so well
versed — it’s not that
they’re not appreciative
or don’t recognize how
fortunate we are in our
lives to call racing a liv-
ing. I do think we have a
very realistic apprecia-
tion for that side of it.

“I just at a very young
age, I saw a very expe-
rienced reality of this
world, and, you know,
right wrong or indiffer-
ent, that’s just how I
was raised and that’s
just the viewpoint that
I watched. It gives me a
different approach than
a lot of other guys in the
series.”

He said his relation-
ship with crew chief Al-
an Gustafsonis so strong
because Gustafson un-
derstands who Elliott is
— Elliott used the word
“practical” to describe
his approach — and is
able to extract what he
needs from his driver.

“My goal is to al-
ways make the driver
the weak link. If he’s
the weak link, then I've

done my job, the team
has done their job,”
Gustafson told AP about
his pep talk with Elliott
during Sunday’s weath-
er delay. “With him, it’s
not an easy thing to do
because he’s a pretty
strong link. So that’s
what I try to do and
what I tried to tell him:
‘We're done messing up
and we’re going to get
after it, so stick with us,
bring your A game, all
will be good.”

Elliott spoke to his fa-
ther on Monday about
his Nashville victory
and on Tuesday ex-
pected to visit with
his uncle at the family
shop in Dawsonville. On
Wednesday, the die-hard
Georgia sports fan will
be part of a celebration
of Georgia champions
at the College Football
Hall of Fame.

He treats each day
the same and sees no
changes in his personal-
ity of approach.

“Some days are gon-
na be really good and
there’s some days that
aren’t,” he told AP. “If
I'm talking to dad, or
if ’'m talking to Uncle
Ernie at the shop to-
day, our conversation is
not going to be a whole
lot different than it was
last week. You know?

“It’s just very, very
straightforward, and I
appreciate that.”

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Unemployment ticks up in May

Unemployment rates
in the area rose slightly
in May, mirroring the
slight increase that was
seen in statewide num-
bers released last week.

Clay County continues
to have the largest un-
employment rate in the
region according to the
numbers released by the
Tennessee Department
of Labor and Workforce
Development. However,
from April-to-May, the
0.3% increase was the
lowest in the area.

Overton and Putnam
counties each had the
highest increase at 0.6%,
with Overton moving
from 2.6% to 3.2% and
Putnam going from 2.8%
to 3.4%.

Macon County contin-
ues to have the lowest
unemployment rate in
the area at 3%, which
was up from 2.6% in
April. Jackson and Pick-
ett counties also saw 0.4
percentage point increas-
es in May, with Jackson

move to 3.6% and Pickett
to 3.5%.

Two counties saw their
rate go up by a half of
a percent. Cumberland
went from 3.6% to 4.1%
and Fentress went from
3.2% to 3.7%.

The data released on
Thursday showed unem-
ployment rates increased
slightly during May in
each of the state’s 95
counties. Even with the
minimal increases, 93 of
Tennessee’s 95 counties
maintained rates lower
than 5% for the month.

Williamson County
recorded the lowest job-
less rate in the state for
May. At 2.3%, its rate
increased 0.3 percent-
age points from April’s
revised rate of 2%. Moore
County had the second-
lowest rate at 2.5%, a
0.4 percentage point in-
crease when compared to
the previous month.

Perry County’s rate
came in at 5.5%, the
highest in the state. That

represented a 0.4% in-
crease from April’s rate
of 5.1%. Bledsoe County
had the second-highest
rate in May at 5.1%, also
a 0.4 percentage point
increase for the month.

The increase in county
unemployment followed
the slight uptick in the
statewide unemployment
rate in May. Tennessee’s
jobless number inched
up to 3.3% in May, just
0.1 of a percentage point
higher than the state’s
all-time low rate of 3.2%.

The Bureau of Labor
Statistics (BLS) calcu-
lates county and state-
wide  unemployment
rates differently. It does
not factor in seasonal
impacts on data when
determining county un-
employment rates, while
it does seasonally adjust
the statewide unemploy-
ment number.

Nationally, May’s un-
employment rate mir-
rored April’s rate of
3.6%.

Notable events that have
taken place on July Fourth

Residents of the United States
spend dJuly 4th celebrating the
country’s independence. Though
July 4 has served as America’s
Independence Day for centuries,
many other significant and memo-
rable events have taken place on
the fourth day of July.
