with plastic wrap and 
roll into disc while at 
room temperature then 
refrigerate until firm.

To make quiche fill-
ing: Preheat oven to 425

Toss potatoes and 
sunchokes with olive 
oil, salt and pepper then 
spread out on baking 
sheet.

Bake 15-20 minutes, 
or until fork tender, 
tossing pieces halfway 
through.

Add onion to well-
buttered pan and cook 
over medium heat about 
15 minutes, stirring fre-
quently, until caramel 
colored. Add Swiss chard 
and continue cooking 
until wilted, stirring oc-
casionally. Set aside to 
cool.

Roll out dough on pas-
try mat or well-floured 
surface. Prick with fork. 
Carefully transfer dough 
to quiche pan, fold edges 

under and crimp then 
transfer to freezer.

make custard: Reduce 
oven temperature to 
375 F. 

In large bowl, whisk 
eggs, cheeses, heavy 
cream, parsley and 
thyme.

Add caramelized on-
ions and vegetables 
then mix. Add mixture 
to crust.

Tent with foil and 
bake about 20 minutes.

Reduce oven tempera-
ture to 350 F and bake 
about 40 minutes.

For food safety, cas-
seroles containing eggs 
should always be cooked 
at a minimum of 160 F.

Notes: Bake times de-
pend on size of quiche. 
Deeper quiches may 
require additional bake 
time. As quiche cools, 
filling continues to set; 
it may wobble when re-
moved from oven.
