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Kids ‘grades’ may go away Farmers to get 
added CFAP 
assistance

WASHINGTON D.C. – U.S. Sec-
retary of Agriculture Sonny Perdue 
announced the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) will provide 
additional assistance through the 
Coronavirus Food Assistance Program 
(CFAP), expanding eligibility for some 
agricultural producers and commod-
ities as well as updating payments to 
accurately compensate some produc-
ers who already applied for the pro-
gram. 

 “The COVID-19 pandemic has 
left a deep impact on the farm econ-
omy, and we are utilizing the tools 
and monies available to ease some of 
the financial burdens on American 
producers to ensure our agricultural 
economy remains strong, independent 
and a global leader in production,” 
said Secretary Perdue. “As part of 
implementing CFAP 1 and CFAP 2, 
we identified new areas of support 
and Congress recently directed us to 
provide additional relief. This addi-
tional assistance builds on to the $23.6 
billion in assistance already provided 
to our farmers and ranchers impacted 
by the pandemic, and we will continue 
to implement other provisions enacted 
by Congress.”

 Background:
Expanded Eligibility for CFAP 2
Contract producers of swine, broil-

ers, laying hens, chicken eggs and tur-
keys who suffered a drop in revenue in 
2020 as compared to their 2019 reve-
nue because of the pandemic now are 
eligible for assistance. Producers could 
receive up to 80% of their revenue loss, 
subject to the availability of funds.

 Producers of pullets and turfgrass 
sod also now are eligible for CFAP 
payments. The commodities were not 
explicitly included in the initial CFAP 
2 rule. Payments are based on eligible 
sales, and the payment calculation in 
the updated rule includes crop insur-
ance indemnities, Noninsured Crop 
Disaster Assistance Program (NAP), 
and Wildfire and Hurricane Indemnity 
Program – Plus (WHIP+) payments.

Young artists take 
over FMAAA gallery

FORT MADISON – A shift may be coming in how your 
students grades are reported in Fort Madison School Dis-
trict.

At Monday’s regular board meeting, the board heard from 
the district’s four building principals on how each school is 
migrating toward the new way of reporting student progress.

In other words, grades may eventually be a thing of the 
past.

Kim Harmon, the district’s curriculum director said the 
transition to a Standards Based Learning system was hung 
up with the COVID pandemic and the fluid nature of learn-
ing this year.

“It’s been an odd year in terms of learning, but one of the 

things is that out of all this, we have poised ourselves to take 
on the challenges this year has presented,” she said.

Harmon said the language will be new to parents and 
students, but educators have been having conversations for 
several years.

For years, teachers in the elementary school have used re-
porting systems like S for Satisfactory, S+ for students doing 
being than satisfactory. That system could be converted to a 
1-4 point system where 1 would be no evidence of learning, 
2 would indicate developing and three would be proficient. 
A 4th point is being considered for advanced students.

The points would be assessed on well-defined learning 
objectives and standards, Harmon said.

King both said the transition is underway and the shift will be somewhat easier at 
that level than the higher levels.

McKay said the elementary schools stayed with the 3-point system this year due to 
the pandemic’s impact on learning.

“We’re still in somewhat of a traditional level, despite not being focused on letter 
grades. We’re poised to shift to Standards Based Learning. We were on our way and 
didn’t realize it,” he said.

King said the system won’t only be used on the math, science and traditional 
coursework, but also on the PBIS systems so parents can see how their children are 
doing with respect to behaviors at school.

“Not only do they get the academics of it, but they get the social and emotional as 
well,” she said.

She said the goal is to ultimately get the new platforms to PowerSchool so it can be 
updated weekly.

Fort Madison Middle School president Todd Dirth said this first year was rough 
because the district’s online course vendor Canvass didn’t perform well in the Pow-
erSchool platform.

“Canvass and PowerSchool didn’t play well together so the first trimester was a 
mess. Nothing worked out the way we wanted.”

But he said the school was in good shape to be able to move more fluidly now in 
the second and third trimesters since those problems have been identified.

“We’re in good shape to provide that evidence of proficiency – developing – pro-
ficient learning, we just need to know what, mechanically, it will take to get teacher 
data in (PowerSchool).

Fort Madison High School Principal Greg Smith said it’s a bit tougher for second-
ary educators to let go of traditional models of learning that interrupt their curricu-
lum.

“Secondary teachers look at things differently and they focus so much on content 
it’s difficult to look at that and take things out. That’s a hurdle for us,” Smith said.

But he said a big plus of the program is that it takes the competition out of the 
process.

“One of the huge benefits is it takes the competition out of the school. It’s very 
black and white and specific to the standard. Kids will struggle with it at first, but in 
the long run they will feel like they are getting feedback that’s important to them and 
parents as well.”

Superintendent Dr. Erin Slater said the transition is a big process and the district 
will keep the board informed of the progress.

FORT MADISON – The Fort Madison girls basketball team continued it’s string 
of nine wins with a 63-46 win over host Holy Trinity in the annual cross-town affair.

But Head Coach Tony Sargent said the Lady Hounds (10-1) have yet to put togeth-
er a complete game and have some tough competition coming up.

“It’s the way we play. We start some times fast and some times slow and then we 
put a good stretch in there and then we put some bad ones in there too,” Sargent 
said.

“I guess sometimes we don’t like prosperity.”
Fort Madison ramps up the level of competition starting this week with Fairfield 

(5-1, 3-0 SEC). The Trojans have only played six games this year, but are undefeated 
in the Southeast Conference.

The Hounds also have Keokuk (4-5, 3-1 SEC) and a good Clark County squad on 
the slate this week. Next week brings another matchup with Fairfield and Iowa City 
Liberty (2-4, 2-2 Mississippi Valley).

Holy Trinity put up a strong start going up 4-0 and holding for an 8-7 lead in the 
first quarter, but Fort Madison would get its bearings with a 11-0 run in the final 
three minutes of the quarter for an 18-8 lead at the end of one.

The Bloodhounds Malarie Ross, who finished with a game-high 31 points on the 
night, was held to just six in the second period, but Irelynd Sargent took some of the 
pressure off with a couple of three pointers to start the second period as Fort Madi-
son quickly pulled away.

The Hounds would take leads as big as 23 before going into the locker room up 
40-23 after Holy Trinity slowed the pace a little and closed with an 8-2 run in the 
final three minutes led by senior Bailey Hellweg’s two buckets.

Fort Madison would stretch the lead back to 20 at the end of three and Holy Trin-
ity would mount one final small rally in the fourth when they cut the lead to 16 at 
60-44 during a cold spell for the Hounds from the floor.

Holy Trinity Coach Tony Johnson said the team has been playing without junior 
Kassi Randolph who’s nursing a sore ankle, and the team is looking for leadership.

“We’re playing the young ones a bunch and they’re responding. We’re going to 
keep going with that and hopefully the older ones will catch on,” he said.

“I’m just turning them loose. Somebody has to take charge and we’re searching for 
a leader. Maybe that will help these young ones become a leader for the future.”

Freshman Mary Kate Bendlage was one of the underclassman Johnson turned 
loose. The freshman had a season-high 21 points, 11 in the first half, against a 
Hound defense that’s allowing just over 39 points a game.

Another freshman Natalie Randolph had eight on the night for HTC.
Fort Madison got 10 from Camille Kruse and eight from Sargent.
The Crusaders fall to 4-12 on the year and hold at 3-8 in SEISC. They play host 

to Van Buren on Tuesday and Class 3A No. 7 West Burlington comes to town on 
Friday.

Tony Sargent said the Hounds upcoming schedule will really show where the team 
is at with four weeks til districts.

“It sets up pretty good for us as we’ve got some tough games coming up in a row 
and it’s going to show what we got or what we don’t. We’ll take some games and we’ll 
take some lumps,” he said.

“But when you play teams like that, you have to play the whole game.”

WEST BURLINGTON – Central Lee learned Friday 
night they can play with one of the best team’s in the state.

But the Hawks couldn’t stay with Class 3A’s No. 7 team 
the whole night. West Burlington (13-0, 10-0 in the SEISC 
South) pulled away in the final five minutes for a 59-44 
win in West Burlington.

It was all Mya Merschman again for the Hawks as she 
scored 31 to lead all scorers, including all eight first quar-
ter points as the Falcons jumped out to a quick 17-8 lead.

Central Lee went just 3-of-9 shooting in the period, 
with no shots falling from outside 10 feet, and Mer-
schman doing all the work maneuvering inside.

West Burlington’s McKenna Marlow capped the first 
quarter with a 3-pointer from the right baseline to end 
the first.

The Hawks would outscore West Burlington in the 2nd 
quarter 17-12 with Ella Sanders and Makayla Morrison 
each hitting long balls to pull West Burlington’s zone 

defense out.
Morrison’s 3-ball with 1:36 left in the half cut the lead 

to just three at 24-21.
Central would get a stop on the next possession. 

Merschman would get fouled moving inside and convert 
both free-throws to cut the lead to one.

West Burlington then scored five straight including 
Natalie Vandenberg’s 3-pointer to push the lead back to 
six. Merschman would slide from the right side into the 
lane and convert a runner in the lane at the buzzer for a 
29-25 halftime score.

Baldwin said the Hawks did a much better job re-
bounding against the bigger Falcons this time around. 
West Burlington beat Central Lee 59-46 in Donnellson 

on Dec. 4.
“We did a much better job on the boards this time. Last 

time they really took it us,” he said.
A bucket by Macy Watkins out of the break cut the 

lead to two. Sydney Marlow, one of four Falcons to finish 
in double figures for the night, scored back to back to 
make it a 7-point game, but Merschman would return 
fire with her own 7-0 run including a three-point play.

Merschman had blocked shots on two Falcon posses-
sions in the rally and then would tie the game at 34 with 
a put-back off her own missed shot inside.

Annika Harris got a bucket for West Burlington at the 
other end and then McKenna Marlow would get a steal 
off full court pressure on the inbounds and score to make 
it 38-34.

West Burlington took over from there holding Cen-
tral Lee scoreless the remaining three minutes of the 
third period and outscored the Hawks 15-10 in the final 
period.

A Merschman bucket on a two-step hop in the lane cut 
the lead to five at 49-44 with about five minutes to play, 
but that would be the final Hawks points.

“We showed that we could play with them. They are 
one of the best teams around,” Baldwin said.

“We just need a confidence booster. We just haven’t 
learned to fight through the problems and that causes us 
to played scared sometimes.”

Aside from Merschman’s 31, Morrison had five, Maura 
Watkins and Ella Sanders each had three and Macy Wat-
kins finished with 2 points on the night.

Sydney Marlow, Vandenberg, Harris and Abby Bence 
all had 10 points for the Falcons, who’s 13 wins are best 
in the state in Class 3A.
