Area schools see more sttmulus funds

LEE COUNTY - A second round of
federal funding has been earmarked
for area schools, but one county school
official is disappointed in the formula
being used.

School districts are receiving supple-
mental aid from the spring CARES Act
funding. This round of Elementary and
Secondary School Emergency Relief
(ESSER II) funds are being distributed
via a formula used for determining Ti-
tle 1 assistance. ESSER Il is part of the
Coronavirus Response and Relief Sup-
plemental Appropriations Act passed
on Dec. 27, 2020.

The bill included close to $82 billion

in supplemental coro-
navirus relief, of which
$54 billion went into the
ESSER 1II aid to the state’s
public school districts.
Four billion was reserved

SLATER for a Governor’s Emer-
gency Education Relief
pool, and $22.6 billion
went to higher education
relief.

The formula for the

ESSER aid is based

on certified students

within the school district

boundaries and the number of students

eligible for free or reduced lunches.
Fort Madison Community School

District is set to receive $1.57 million

CROZIER

in aid. Central Lee will receive just
over $500,000. Keokuk will receive the
largest amount in Lee County at $1.95
million.

Burlington is set to receive $4.73
million. Non-public schools are not
included in the ESSER II relief funds,
but can apply for other grants under the
CRRSA.

Fort Madison Superintendent Dr.
Erin Slater said the money will help the
district to continue to offset increased
costs associated with dealing with the
pandemic in the district.

School districts didn’t have to reapply
for the funds, since they were supple-
mental to the a first ESSER release in

IDPH head

moves Capitol
stafl up vaccine
priority list

LEE COUNTY - Iowa’s Interim Director
of the Towa Department of Public Health
Kelly Garcia, has moved government
officials and respective staffs ahead of Iowa
seniors on the priority list for COVID
vaccines.

Garcia accepted a Monday recommenda-
tion from the Infectious Disease Advisory
Council to focus on those 75 years of age
or older, or populations with high risk to
exposure or severity of illness with “signifi-
cant health conditions”.

Those populations include correction-
al facility staff and inmates at all state
facilities’ individuals with disabilities in
home settings who are dependent on care;
individuals living in congregate settings,
excluding college dormitories; anywhere
indicating clusters of disease in food,
agriculture, distribution and manufactur-
ing workers in congregate settings; PK-12
school staff; and first responders.

On Tuesday, Garcia added state-licensed
inspectors, and government officials and
their staff at the Iowa Capitol to the recom-
mendations.

The Centers for Disease Control Tuesday
morning recommended vaccines be given
to all Americans 65 and older as health ex-
perts predict an uptick in available vaccine
supplies.

But Iowa’s officials are taking a wait-and-
see approach.

“As of today we've learned from the
federal government of significant increased
availability of the vaccine based on each
state’s ability to distribute supply quickly
and number of residents over age 65, or
under age 65 with significant health condi-
tions. Once we have reasonable confidence
that supply meets the demands of this
broader eligibility criteria, we will activate
the broader distribution criteria. From the
very beginning from this distribution effort,

Van Buren girls slip past Lady Hawks 55-54

DONNELLSON- Some-
times basketball comes
down to knowing how to
win a 10-second game.

But it took Central
Lee and Van Buren all of
32 minutes to know the
outcome Tuesday night.
Time ran out on the Lady
Hawks as Van Buren
snuck out of Central Lee
High School with a 55-54
win in SEISC South girls
action.

With less than 13 sec-
onds left in the game and
the Hawks up 54-53, Isa-
bel Manning pulled up for
an 8-footer from the right
baseline that bounced off
the back of the rim. The
scramble for the rebound
resulted in a foul being
called on the Hawks’
Maura Watkins with 4.4.
seconds left .

The foul just happened
to put Van Buren in the
bonus and the Warriors’
Jaelyn Boley calmly
slipped two freebies
through the net in what
would amount to the
game-winners.

Central Lee called time
out and set up one last
play. Van Buren picked
up the Hawks early on the
inbounds, but Central Lee
got the ball into the hands
of prolific scorer Mya
Merschman.

Merschman raced up
the left side and instead of
pulling up for a jumper,

she saw Ella Sanders in
the lane and floated a pass
in that was tipped away.
Sanders recovered but the
buzzer sounded before
she could get a shot off.

“We were there, we
did what we needed to
do. Their girl grabs that
rebound and then makes
the two free throws - give
her credit,” Central Lee
Head Coach Jay Baldwin
said.

He said the plan on the
inbounds was to get it into
Merschman’s hands and
let her make a decision at
the offensive side.

“Mya was going to bring
it and take it as far as she
could and either shoot it
or pass it. Ella was open,
we just didn’t quite get it
to her”

It looked early on like
Van Buren might run
away with the game jump-
ing out to an 11-3 lead in
the first quarter. But the
Hawks came rushing back
after going 1-9 from the
field to start the game.

Out of a time out,
sophomore Makayla
Morrison scored back-to-
back buckets, and then
Maura Watkins buried a 3
with Van Buren’s defense
smothering Merschman.

Manning would answer
with a bucket at the other
end, but Merschman
would score five unan-
swered, including a buck-
et just before the buzzer
culminating in a 11-2 run
to give Central a 14-13
lead at the end of one.
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Senior Ella Sanders,
who finished with a
season-high 18 points on
the night, all 3-pointers,
buried one from the right
wing to start the second
for a 17-13 lead.

Van Buren would close
the gap to two twice in the
2nd period and would tie
the game at 23 on a buck-
et by Boley. Merschman
and Sanders would hit
back to back from long
range to push Central’s
lead to 25-29 at the half.

Manning would go
crazy for 13 points in the
3rd period to lead Van
Buren ona17-10 run
through the third and a
43-39 lead going into the
final period.

They pushed that lead
to eight at 47-39, but
Sanders again would
hit long from the right
baseline. Van Buren’s Zoe
Best would convert two
free throws for a 49-42
lead before Macy Wat-
kins scored on a drive
from the left baseline and
Sanders buried another
three to cut the lead to
four 51-47.

With 3:41 left Sanders
hit again to cut the lead
to one at 53-52 and then
Merschman would score
inside to give Central Lee
the lead back 54-53 with
just :42 left in the game.

A controversial turn-
over in front of the
Central Lee bench that
bounced off an official
gave Van Buren the ball
back, and a flurry of time
outs ensued setting up
the final possessions.

Merschman
finished with 20 on the
night.

Baldwin said the Lady
Hawks have to continue
to fight against being
one-dimensional with
Merschman carrying the
bulk of the offense.

“That’s what we’ve been
preaching to them. We

gotta have everybody.
This can’t be a one-man
show if you want to go
anywhere,” he said.

Manning led Van Bu-
ren (8-3, 7-2) with 36 on
the night.

Central Lee boys handle VB; now turn eyes to WB

Stuecker and Betker combine
for 35 as Hawks roll visiting
Warriors 76-53

DONNELLSON - Central Lee Head Coach Evan
Swanson said the Hawks’ 76-53 win over Van Buren
was a win the boys wanted — but they have their
eyes on West Burlington Friday.

‘T won't beat around the bush, our boys like
beating Van Buren. There’s that little Central Lee/
Van Buren rivalry there - but their eyes are on West

Crozier says formula for funding is outdated

LCHD head disappointed state

the spring.

“We are appreciative of the additional relief dollars,”
Slater wrote to Pen City Current.

“Operating an entire school district in a COVID en-
vironment has created additional financial strains.”

She said those include extensive cleaning supplies for
buildings, classrooms, and buses, which are not one
time purchases.

Funds will also go to additional technology for stu-
dents and teachers for continued virtual learning and
family connectivity support with hot spots.

Slater said that coupled with additional curricu-
lum and supplies to keep student shared access to a
minimum are just some of the examples of how prior
stimulus dollars were used and will be continued to be
used to support the students and families for teaching
and learning in the district.

But Central Lee Superintendent Dr. Andy Crozier
was disappointed in the apportionments.

“The title 1 formula is extremely outdated. The mon-
ey doesn't follow the kids,” he said. “We lose a big share
of what our funding should be and now this CARES
Act funding is following it

Crozier said Central Lee services about 340 more
students than the certified enrollment figure used by
the state due to open enrollment into the district. He

said the district’s share of revenue is shorted based on
that data.

Our per pupil was considerably less than our neigh-
bors not even half. We brought it up to the Depart-
ment of Education but apparently it doesn’t have much
authority. COVID has created expenses for everyone
regardless of what Title 1 shows,” Crozier said.

“This should be per pupil funding. We added staff,
added supplies, and worked hard on our Pod program
to keep our kids in school. Des Moines public schools
gets $41 million and haven't been open one day”

He said Central Lee’s certified enrollment is 771 but
the district serves 1,135 students considering the 381
students that open enroll into Central Lee and the 17
that opt out.

Fort Madison has 2,079 certified enrollment but
loses 309 to open enrollment each year, while taking
in 19 for a total serviced enrollment of 1,789. Keokuk
has 1,902 certified with 137 students opting out of the
district and 16 coming in for a total of 1,781 students.

Central Lee has a free and reduced lunch eligibility
for 40% of students, while Fort Madison’s is 54% and
KeokuK’s is 63%.

Breaking down the aid per pupil, Central Lee will re-
ceive $445 per pupil, while Fort Madison will get $878
and Keokuk will receive $1,097 per serviced student.

it has been our goal to reach all Iowans,” Garcia wrote in
letter to Keith Sharp, chairman of the IDAC.

Lee County Health Department Administrator Michele
Ross said she was disappointed that Iowans 65 and older
weren't included in the recommendation.

“I was hoping our state would have also included those
65 years of age and those with high risk health conditions
in phase 1B,” Ross said.

“It was disappointing to see additional age groups and
health risk categories were not included. We will con-
tinue to move forward with our local coordination of
vaccine supply and will begin vaccinating those in the
next phase when it is activated by the state”.

Locally, Chris McKay, administrator at The Madison,
in Fort Madison said that facility got Pfizer vaccinations
Tuesday and is scheduled to get boosters on Feb. 2.

Leia Morrison, director at The Kensington said they are
scheduled to get vaccines on Thursday of this week, and
Mallory Hymes administrator at Montrose Health Center
said they won't receive any vaccines until Jan. 25.

All Lee County long-term care facilities are getting vac-
cines through a nationwide partnership with Walgreens.
The federal government set up a cooperative arrangement
to have Walgreens, CVS and Managed Health Care Asso-
ciates offer onsite COVID-19 vaccination services.
