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Lee County Fair brings in new events

DONNELLSON - Starting Wednesday, 
the 176th Lee County Fair will take to 
life at the Lee County Fairgrounds in 
Donnellson.

The smell of fair grub and the calliope 
music has been historically enticing to 
people at one of southeast Iowa’s annual 
traditions. And, although you’ll have the 
traditional fair barn activities and events, 
Lee County Fair Board Chairman Brock 
Westfall said there’s something for every-
one this year.

“We’re becoming a younger board and 
we’re coming up with some new and 
exciting ideas and trying to reach out to 
different crowds of people,” Westfall said 
Tuesday.

“One of the biggest comments we got 
last year was on the harness racing. We 
put together our own races last year 
and the crowds loved it so much we’ve 
expanded on that this year and will 
be bringing the Iowa Harness Racing 
Association in from Des Moines. We 
must have had 300 or 400 people ask us 
to bring back that event. I would think 
we’d have some pretty good attendance 
on that.”

General admission to the races will be 
$5 and enthusiasts can also buy a pit pass 
for just $5 more.

Also new to the fair this year will be 
a human foosball tournament. Westfall 
said the fair board has actually built a 
14 foot by 40 foot six-on-six table out of 
plywood to be used for the tournament. 
The tournament will be held with games 
on Thursday and Friday at 6 p.m. with 
the championship starting on Saturday 
at 6 p.m.

“The fair board members actually built 
this and it’s portable. We’re actually go-
ing to try to keep this portable and rent 
it out to groups for area events,” Westfall 
said. “Something different. Every year 
we try to add something different. When 
I go to fair conferences in Des Moines 
every year they have vendors who share 
these ideas with us.

The fair has also added nightly BIN-
GO starting on Thursday and a fish fry 
to kick off the fair on July 5 starting at 5 
p.m. in the FFA Building on the fair-
grounds.

Improvements fans will see this year 
include new roofing, lots of LED light-
ing, and a new public address system for 
better sound and visuals at the fair.

The 176th Lee County Fair kicks off on Wednesday and new events 
this year include Human Foosball, yeah that’s right, BINGO, and the 
Iowa Harness Racing Association will be in town, to go along with all 
the usual favorites.

FORT MADISON - The 
Fort Madison baseball 
team got their first win of 
the season in an exciting 
matchup with crosstown 
rival Holy Trinity Catholic 
4-2 Tuesday night.

The game really came 
down to two innings of 
unfortunate circumstanc-
es for the Crusaders. The 
bottom of the first and the 
top of the 5th.

Holy Trinity jumped 
out to a two nothing lead 
in the top half of the first. 
Reed Fehseke led off the 
game with a triple to right 
field. The Hounds’ Carlos 
Gonzalez tried to make a 
shoe slide catch on the play 
and the ball bounded over 
his glove and Fehseke slid 
into third under the throw.

HTC senior 
Ben Tinguely made a diving catch of a 
Barker fly to right and the Crusaders went 
unscathed the rest of the sixth.

The Hounds got a little more defense 
going in the top of the 7th. Schneider 
grounded out to the pitcher, but Fehseke 
walked. Medland then grounded to the 
left of second base but Cordray scooped 
it up, stepped on second, and fired over to 
first to end the game.

“Aside from the first inning, I thought 

we played very well defensively,” Schin-
stock said after the game. “We also proba-
bly had our best hitting game of the year.”

Schinstock said the intensity was a little 
higher in the crosstown game and he 
hopes the scheduling continues to include 
the Hounds.

“We haven’t played them, I think, since 
2001 and they were just coming off their 
state championship. We had a good team, 
they had a good team, and I think they 
brought their jay-vee,” he said.

“So yeah, it was a little more intense. 
And obviously both teams played very 
well.”
